And Jesus answered them, the time has come for the Son of 
Man to be glorified and exalted. I assure you, most solemnly I 
tell you, unless a grain of wheat falls into the earth and dies, it 
remains [just one grain; it never becomes more but lives] by 
itself alone. But if it dies, it produces many others and yields a 
rich harvest. Anyone who loves his life loses it, but anyone who 
hates his life in this world will keep it to life eternal. [Whoever 
has no love for, no concern for, no regard for his life here on 
earth, but despises it, preserves his life forever and ever.] If 
anyone serves Me, he must continue to follow Me [to cleave 
steadfastly to Me, conform wholly to My example in living and, 
if need be, in dying] and wherever I am, there will My servant 
be also. If anyone serves Me, the Father will honor him. (John 
12:23-26 AMP)
